Regular Monthly Board Meeting
February 4, 2013 – 5:30pm
Minutes
In attendance:  Brian Augusta, Louise Buford, David Diepenbrock, Tom Griffith, Ann Hamel, Paul Noble, George Koufasimis, and Tricia Stevens
Guest Presentations
1. Cecily Hastings, publisher of Inside East Sacramento, presented an idea for an ESIA membership drive.  Cecily described a membership drive she led for MENA about 20 years ago, which consisted of a tri-fold brochure with information on the organization inserted into Inside East Sacramento.  She said the insert generated several hundred new members for the group.  Cecily suggested that the handout include something of value for people to keep, such as a list of important City phone numbers, and that it include lots of pictures and good graphics, like those that the East Sacramento Chamber of Commerce and Friends of East Sacramento have created.  Cecily provided samples of the insert, information on circulation of Inside East Sacramento, and approximate costs as follows:  $600 print costs for 13,000 letter-size color brochures; $1,300 for inserting them into Inside East Sacramento.  Design costs would be additional.  As for timing, printed brochures would need to be delivered by no later than the 18 of the month prior to distribution.
2. McKinley Village Project.  Megan Norris of Riverview Capital Investments and Bret Hogge of Riverwest Investments presented.  They stated that they are reviving the McKinley Village project John Lange Homes submitted to the City in 2007.  The same leadership from the project formed a new business entity, and revived the project, now that market prospects have improved.  RCI is in the process of preparing a new application, which will be revised from the prior concept.  Among other things, the new project will not include a site for the Greek Orthodox Church, and will be almost entirely residential.  Vehicle access to the development will be via the existing A Street Bridge and an underpass at Lanat, which will connect to Elvas and C Street.  There will also be pedestrian and bicycle access off Alhambra.  There will not be any new freeway interchange at Richards, and no direct route from Richards to Elvas.  The traffic study for the 2007 proposal showed mitigation measures were needed only at Alhambra and H. RCI plans to install a sound wall along the freeway, which will be set back to allow for a visual shield of conifers.  RCI intends to submit a new proposal in approximately one month to the City.  They will return for comment afterward, and hope to complete the CEQA process in 9-12 months.

Treasurer’s Report.  Brian distributed a printed report, showing $658.89 in checking, $3,589.04 in savings, and $11,490.41 in CD#1, and $11,529.23 in CD#2. Brian stated that he plans to begin work on the application to the IRS application for re-instatement of the ESIA tax exempt status within the next two weeks.

7. Discussion of presentation by Riverview Capital Investments.  Board members expressed concerns about sewer impacts and traffic.  Board members also expressed that they want to make sure that the design is attractive, as the project will serve as a northern gateway to the neighborhood.  The Board took no position, preferring to see what the revised plan looks like.
8. Consideration of proposal for 2013 goals developed by working subgroup.  The Board passed a motion to adopt the goals and activities, as revised by the subcommittee.  The Board discussed having a leaflet describing ESIA’s goals ready for distribution at Pops In The Park.
9. Open.  No open items were discussed.
