The meeting was called to order at approximately 5:30 p.m.
Guest Presentation

1.  Ed Gatejen and Tom Goodwin gave a presentation on a multi-unit residential complex on the corner of Alhambra Boulevard and I Street.  Each unit will be for sale.  There will be a total of nine units.  They showed drawings of the project.  The complex will be three levels, each unit with a garage (either 1 or 2 car) and a roof top patio.  There will be alley access.  The set back is approximately 17 feet to the sidewalk.
2.  Garrick Jones gave a presentation representing a group of neighbors who are opposed to the parking structure planned for the Muzio Bakery site on 34th Street.The Cannery is applying for a special permit to rent from the Muzio owner.  The Cannery Building parking capacity now is 500 spaces.  With increased staffing in the building, they will require 300 more spaces.  This Muzio location will only provide 66 additional spaces and is located ¾ mile away.  However, the Cannery building is only using 65% of capacity in its existing parking garage.  The appeal of the parking garage goes to City Council for consideration on March 19th.

Cyril noted that he was in communication with Mark Friedman, so further action was deferred pending Cyril’s report.
9. Proposal for ESIA website (Louise).  This topic was postponed.
10. Returning Board meeting to Clunie Community Center (Paul).  There was a motion approved to move our board meetings back to the East Sac Room in the Clunie Center.  There was another motion approved to formally thank the Greek Orthodox Church for the use of their facility.
