MINUTES
In attendance: Brian Augusta, David Diepenbrock, Ann Hamel, Tom Griffith, George Koufasimis, Paul Noble, Barbara Schor, and Cyril Shah.

Paul called the meeting to order at approximatly 5:30 p.m.
Guest Presentations
1. Measure M.  Angelique Ashby’s representative explained the Councilmember’s opposition to the proposal to create a City Charter review commision consisting of 12 individuals.  Among other things, it is estimated that it would cost the City $600,000 to support the Commission at a time when the City is facing a budget deficit of over $7,000,000, has recently cut 160 police officer positions, closed nine community centers, and cut the budget for the Department of Parks & Recreation by 50 percent.  Ms. Ashby also opposes the measure because there is no accountability in that there is no required outcome or work product for the commission.

Business Session

2. Minutes.  The Board voted unanimously to approve the minutes for the September Board meeting.
3. Treasurer’s Report.  After incurring $1,767.43 in expenses in August and September ($185 for work on the website, $1,000 for the McKinnley Park Rebuild, and $582.43 for printing the newsletter), the ending balance in the ESIA checking account as of 9/30/12 was $931.45.  The balance on hand in the savings account was $3,488.10 as of 8/31/12.  The CD balances as of 8/31/12 were $11,4823.72 and $11,523.78.  A motion was made, seconded, and approved to transfer $1,000 from the savings account to the checking account.

Executive Board Session
Old Business
4. Recap of fall general membership meeting.  The meeting went well, although attendance was somewhat light.  The Police Department presentation received a lot of attention; the Department’s handout was useful.  The City’s presentation regarding green waste pickup was generally informative; however, the City did not explain the limited number of times each year the City would pick up oversized refuse without charge.  The speaker who had promised to attend and present the opposition to the proposed repeal did not appear.  The Stonebridge presentation went well; there was no negative reaction from the audience.  Board members discussed putting up more lawn signs and sending out an email announcement to increase attendance at future meetings.
5. Update on ESIA tax exempt status. 
Brian is continuing to work on the reinstatement of ESIA’s tax exempt status.
New Business
6. Tabulate responses to waste collection survey and determine next setps, if any, for ESIA to take.  Approximately 13 percent of ESIA’s membership responded to the survey.  As shown on the attached report Paul prepared, the respondents were fairly evenly divided regarding the City’s proposed plan.  With no clear mandate either way, the Board determined that no further Board action was warranted.
7. Discussion of project notification for The Cannery On-site Parking (Z12-090) and the Cannery Off-Site Parking (Z12-101).  Because the proposed demolition would increase on-site parking, the Board took no action to oppose the proposed project.
8. Discussion of the J Street and Folsom Boulevard Lane Conversion Project.  After discussing the general background regarding this project, it was agreed that Paul should re-send the email he sent to the City following the City statff presentation from several months ago.
9. Open.  Because the key to ESIA’s P.O. Box lock was stolen, the Board voted to approve a $39.00 reimbursement to Paul to change the lock.  
10. The Board discussed an anonymous note received regarding 1712 42nd Street.  The Board did not see anything shown in the picture provided that would warrant special action by ESIA.

11. Report on the Remodel Home Tour.  Ann and Cyril discussed the Home Tour and their volunteer involvement.  By way of background, Lisa Schmidt of Friends of East Sacramento asked several years ago for ESIA to provide docents.  Three or four are needed for each property.  As a result of Ann and Cyril’s volunteer work, ESIA will recieve approximately $300 from the event.

Paul adjourned the meeting at approximately 6:35 p.m.
